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Science of Reading Requirements 

Right to Read Act 

 

Candidates enrolled in Elementary Education K-6 and Special Education K-12 programs must 

complete coursework and pass the Foundations of Reading test to be considered proficient in 

scientific reading instruction to obtain a license. 

Candidates enrolled in all other licensure area programs must complete the coursework to be 

considered awareness level in scientific reading instruction to obtain a license. 

In 2019, the Division of Elementary and Secondary Education approved UAM’s pathways to 

meet this requirement. The pathways are aligned to the appropriate Foundations of Reading 

Competencies – Proficiency Level  or Foundations of Reading Competencies – Awareness 

Level.
